e All players must complete waiver to participate in the tournament.

In
the event the team in violation loses, the final score will remain. In the event
the team in violation wins, score will reflect a 1-0 loss for team in violation.

e Double rostering will only be approved in cases of a player playing UP with an
older team. No players will be allowed to play down to fill roster spots.

e Max of 4 double rostered players per team unless granted prior approval

e No double rostering within a division or across programs.
